 Presentation Narrative

A presentation designed to last 45 minutes (attached in separate email) was prepared with the primary objectives of informing Mexican nutritionists and feedlot managers of the benefits of including US cottonseed meal and hulls in feedlot diets as well as the subsequent benefits relating to weight gain and feeding performance.
There were approximately 120 people in attendance during the period of time I was a presenter at the conference.  The entire presentation and question and answer period lasted approximately one and one/half hours. Overall, I felt the presentation went quite well as evidenced by the number of questions which were posed to me.
Recommendations for Future Industry Action

1. In my opinion, the translation of the NCPA industry booklet on Cottonseed Feed Byproducts into Spanish was a very good move.


The several questions posed to me at the conclusion of my presentation about specific management techniques and diets leads me to believe that example diets containing cottonseed meal/hulls should be constructed so potential users can envision appropriate diet formulations that contain cottonseed feed products based on the use of available forages. I believe there are significant opportunities to detail cottonseed feed byproducts to different groups under various venues. Ricardo does an excellent job of relating to the producers and understands the dynamics required to position cottonseed feed byproducts for inclusion in Mexican feedlots.
